The tables and charts in this summary are based primarily on trend data from the ABS Labour Force Survey.
  Trend data form the most meaningful series for tracking changes in the labour market over time.
  Seasonally adjusted data, which are usually given greater prominence by the media, are also included in some tables.  Seasonally adjusted data are useful in analysing the current month’s figures and month-to-month changes.

The trend number of persons employed in Queensland in May 2017 was 2,383,600 - an increase of 5,900 persons over the previous month’s revised level.  Full time employment rose by 3,600 to 1,636,000 while part time employment rose by 2,300 to 747,600.
The number of unemployed persons in the State was 159,800 in trend terms in May 2017.  This was 600 less than in the previous month.
Queensland’s trend unemployment rate for May 2017 was 6.3%, which was the same (after rounding) as the previous month’s revised figure.
The labour force participation rate in the State was 64.7% in trend terms in May 2017.  This was 0.1 percentage points higher than it was in the previous month.

Smoothing minimises the irregular effects of sampling errors in the time series, which makes it easier to identify the underlying behaviour of the series over time.
