2016 Census Selected Youth Labour Force Data
For NSW Including jobactive Employment Regions

While young people (15 to 24 year olds) comprised around 15 per cent of all persons aged 15 years and over in NSW, they made up about one third of the unemployed (24 percent of people seeking full-time employment and 44 percent of people seeking part-time employment).[footnoteRef:1] [1:  The contrast between shares of total (all ages) unemployment and shares of the sub-group of unemployed persons seeking part-time work was most marked for 15 to 19 year olds, for whom the shares were 16.1 per cent and 25.5 per cent respectively. The corresponding shares for 20 to 24 year olds were 17.0 per cent and 18.6 per cent.   ] 


Around half of unemployed young people were attending school or full-time tertiary education, the vast majority of whom were looking for part-time work.

The proportion that unemployed persons comprised of the labour force was highest for those attending education full-time (17.1 per cent), followed by those not attending education (11.8 per cent) and those attending education part-time (8.9 per cent).

Among jobactive Employment Regions the proportion that unemployed persons comprised of the youth labour force ranged from 9.4 per cent in Capital Region to 15.9 per cent in Mid North Coast region (and 15.8 per cent in the Hunter).

Retail trade and Accommodation and food services were the largest employers of young people together employing 41 per cent of youth compared to 17 per cent of all employed persons.  However, Construction was the largest employer for young people working full-time.

Around one-third of 15 to 17 year olds were in the labour force compared to two thirds of 18 to 19 year olds and three quarters of 20 to 24 year olds.

Among the youth for whom labour force status, type of educational attendance and usual residence (Sydney/rest of NSW) were all known 9.9 per cent were not attending full-time education and were also either unemployed or not in the labour force.

This report covers August 2016 Census data on young people (aged 15 to 24) for NSW including breakdowns by smaller age groups and by NSW jobactive Employment Regions or the nearest equivalents.

In the Census there were around 938,000 young people in NSW with 448,000 teenagers (aged 15 to 19) and 490,000 persons aged 20 to 24.


Youth labour force statistics (See especially table 1)

In the Census around 74,500 young people were recorded as being unemployed in NSW.[footnoteRef:2]  While young people comprised around 15 per cent of all persons aged 15 years and over in NSW, they made up around one third of the unemployed (24 percent of people seeking full-time employment and 44 percent of people seeking part-time employment. See footnote 1). [2:  	For the reasons discussed in relation to unemployment rates above, this figure is not able to be compared with the official estimate of unemployment for all persons from the Labour Force Survey.  The number of people (of all ages) recorded as being unemployed in the Census was 13.8 per cent higher than the Labour Force Survey unemployment figure for the month in which the Census was held.  The collection methodology for the Labour Force Survey is more complex and rigorous than is possible with a census.] 


Around 36 per cent of youth who were unemployed and 33 per cent of all young people in NSW usually lived outside Sydney.  The jobactive Employment Regions with the highest number of unemployed youth included Sydney East Metro (13,891), Sydney Greater West (12,200), Sydney North and West (11,420), Sydney South West (9965) and the Hunter (8071).  

While the Census enables far more detailed analysis of the labour force status of young people (and all age groups) than is possible from surveys it is important to note that it is not possible to generate from the Census (with its necessarily limited number of related questions and no opportunity for the ABS to further investigate responses) unemployment rates that accord with the international standards and more detailed methodology used for the Labour Force Survey.  Accordingly, for 2016 Census data rather than using the term ‘unemployment rate’ the ABS refers to the proportion that those identified as being unemployed comprise of a labour force.  (e.g. the proportion that unemployed 15 to 19 year olds comprise of 15 to 19 year olds who are in the labour force).

Insight into the extent to which the Census and Labour Force Survey data can differ is provided by comparing information from the two sources for the total population of NSW.  The original, seasonally adjusted and trend estimates of the NSW unemployment rate in August 2016 from the Labour Force Survey were all 5.0 per cent whereas for the 2016 Census (held that month) the unemployed comprised 6.3 per cent of people identified as being in the labour force.  For males the difference was relatively large, with the corresponding figures for them being 4.9 per cent and 6.3 per cent.

In NSW at the Census the proportion that the unemployed comprised of the labour force was 13.6 per cent for persons aged 15 to 24 (compared to 4.9 per cent for persons aged 25 and over).  The percentage was lower in Sydney (13.3 per cent) than in the balance of NSW (14.3 per cent).

Among the jobactive Employment Regions the proportion that the unemployed comprised of the labour force for young people was highest in Mid North Coast (15.9 per cent), the Hunter (15.8 per cent), North Coast (15.4 per cent) and Sydney South West (15.1 per cent).

The proportion declined with age from 19.2 per cent for 15 to 17 year olds and 17.7 per cent for 18 to 19 year olds to 10.9 per cent for 20 to 24 year olds.  The percentage was higher in Sydney than in the balance of NSW for those aged 15 to 17 (20.5 per cent compared to 17.6 per cent), almost the same for 18-19 year olds (17.6 percent compared to 17.8 per cent) and lower for 20 to 24 year olds (10.6 per cent compared to 11.8 per cent).

For the Employment Regions, the proportion for 15 to 17 year olds ranged from 12.7 per cent in Murray Riverina to 23.4 per cent in South West Sydney.  For 18 to19 year olds, the lowest proportion was 10.6 per cent in the Capital Region and the highest was 20.9 per cent in Far West Orana.  For 20 to 24 year olds, the proportion ranged from 7.3 per cent in the Capital Region to 13.7 per cent in Mid North Coast.

The labour force participation rate (the proportion of persons who were either employed or unemployed) for young people in NSW was 61.9 per cent.  The participation rate for young people was lower in Sydney (60.1 per cent) than in the balance of NSW (65.6 per cent) with a higher proportion of youth in Sydney being in full-time education (59 per cent compared to 47 per cent in the rest of NSW. See Table 3.3).  For Employment Regions, the participation rate for young people ranged from 58.0 per cent for Sydney East Metro to 68.8 per cent for the Capital Region and in the Hunter.

The participation rate for 15 to 17 year olds in NSW (33.3 per cent) was much lower than for 18 to 19 year olds (66.1 per cent) and 20 to 24 year olds (76.3 per cent) as a greater proportion are involved in full-time education.  For all three age groups, the participation rate was higher in the balance of NSW than in Sydney with this being particularly marked for 15 to 17 year olds.

For the Employment Regions, the participation rate for 15 to 17 year olds ranged from 25.8 per cent in Sydney South West to 44.4 per cent in the Hunter.  For 18 to 19 year olds, the lowest participation rate was 55.4 per cent in Sydney East Metro and the highest was 78.7 per cent in the Capital Region.  For 20 to 24 year olds, the rate ranged from 69.6 per cent in Sydney East Metro to 84.4 per cent in the Capital Region.

Full-time / part-time education status (See Table 2)

Around 87 per cent of students aged 15 to 24 who were attending an education institution in NSW were attending full-time.  The proportion attending full-time in Sydney (88 per cent) was a little higher than in the balance of NSW (84 per cent).  Across the jobactive Employment Regions, the proportion ranged from 82 per cent in the Capital Region and Far West Orana to 90 per cent in Sydney East Metro.[footnoteRef:3] [3:  Of course the proportion in Sydney East Metro is likely to be boosted by young people formerly living outside the region now living there during full-time university study.] 


The vast majority of students aged 15 to 17 were attending full-time with 98 per cent in Sydney and 97 per cent in the balance of NSW.  For students aged 18 to 19, the proportion attending full-time was 84 per cent for total NSW, 87 per cent for Sydney and 75 per cent for the balance of NSW.  Among young people, students aged 20 to24 had the lowest proportion attending full-time with 77 per cent for total NSW, 79 per cent for Sydney and 66 per cent for the balance of NSW.


Labour force statistics by education status (See Tables 3.1, 3.2 and 3.3)

Around 44 per cent of 15 to 24 year olds in NSW who were employed were working full-time.  The proportion working full-time was 69 per cent for those not attending education, 59 per cent for those attending education part-time and five per cent for those attending education full-time.

In Sydney the proportion who were working full-time was 71 per cent for those not attending education and 56 per cent for those attending education part-time.  For the balance of NSW the proportion working full-time was 64 per cent for both those not attending education and those attending education part-time.

The proportion of the labour force who were unemployed varied considerably in terms of education attendance: 8.9 per cent for those attending education part-time, 11.8 per cent for those not attending education and 17.1 per cent for those attending education full-time.  The majority (92 per cent) of those who were unemployed and attending education full-time, were looking for part-time work.  In contrast, around 23 per cent of the unemployed who were not attending education and 59 per cent of the unemployed who were attending education part-time were looking for part-time work.

The proportion that the unemployed comprised of the labour force was higher in the balance of NSW than in Sydney for those not attending education (13.6 per cent compared to 10.7 per cent) and for those attending education part-time (10.6 per cent compared to 8.0 per cent).  However, the proportion for those attending education full-time was higher in Sydney (17.4 per cent) than in the balance of NSW (16.6 per cent).

The labour force participation rate was 86 per cent for those attending education part-time, 84 per cent for those not attending education and 44 for those attending education full-time.  There were only small differences in these participation rates between Sydney and the balance of NSW.

Among the youth for whom labour force status, type of educational attendance and usual residence (Sydney/rest of NSW) were all known, 9.9 per cent were not attending full-time education and were also either unemployed or not in the labour force.[footnoteRef:4]  The proportion ranged from 1.7 per cent for females in Sydney aged 15 to 17 to 19.6 per cent for females aged 20 to 24 in the remainder of NSW. The highest proportion for males was 18.2 per cent for those aged 18 to 19 outside Sydney.  See table 3.2.  [4:  For the year ended August 2016 the ABS Labour Force Survey 12-month average estimate of the proportion of young people who were not in full-time education and were also either unemployed or not in the labour force was around 10.4 per cent.] 


Table 3.3 shows that for each combination of age, gender and region covered the proportion of youth who were in full-time education was higher for females than males and higher in Sydney than in the rest of NSW.  Conversely, the proportion of youth in full-time employment (excludes the small number who were also in full-time study) was higher in each combination of age and gender for males than females and lower in Sydney than in the rest of NSW.  The proportion of youth in part-time employment and not in full-time education ranged from 1.1 per cent (for males aged 15 to 17 years in Sydney) to 23.1 per cent (for females aged 18 to 19 years outside Sydney).
 
Employment by industry (See Tables 4.1 and 4.2)

Accommodation and food services and Retail trade were the dominant industry groups for young people, employing 21 per cent and 20 per cent respectively of this age group (compared to a combined total 17 per cent share of all employment in NSW).  For teenagers, employment is even more concentrated with Accommodation and food services accounting for 34 per cent and Retail trade for 26 per cent.  However most of this dominance is in part-time employment.  

For teenagers working full-time, Construction was the largest industry group and accounted for 29 per cent of employment.  Then followed Retail Trade (11 per cent), Accommodation and food services (10 per cent) and Other services[footnoteRef:5] (10 per cent).  For persons aged 20 to 24 working full-time, the largest employing industry groups were Construction (16 per cent), Retail trade (11 per cent), Health care and social assistance (10 per cent) and Professional, scientific and technical services (nine per cent). [5:  Other services include repairs and maintenance (automotive, domestic appliances and electronic equipment), hairdressing and beauty services, and dry cleaning and laundry services.]
